The campaign was 
circulated throughout the DFW metroplex on outdoor 
digital billboards, mobile billboards, out-of-home screens 
such as lobbies & elevator banks, as well as served 
mobile ads to devices via geotargeting & geofencing.







COMMISSARY

Working for the Headington Company, my time is 
spent assisting the various retailers and restaurants 
within the company’s portfolio with a variety of visual 
needs including signage, presentations, brand guides, 
email blasts, invitations, and menus. Commissary, the 
downtown pastry shop, is my favorite as the branding 
was unestablished and minimal upon my arrival, thus  
I was able to really put my own stamp on things and 
sculpt a more robust brand identity slowly over time.







EMAIL MARKETING

A portion of my time at the Headington Company is 
spent creating content for email blasts for the restaurants 
Mirador, Commissary, CBD Provisions, and Sasetta, as well 
as downtown retailer Traffic Los Angeles and the Midnight 
Rambler cocktial lounge. While email blasts are certainly 
less glamorous, I wanted to include these little ephemeral 
graphics in an effort to display my professionalism and 
willingness to work on even the smallest of tasks, which 
are still worthy of as much creativity and attention to detail 
as one can muster. This is also a chance to show off my 
ability to be a chameleon when needed, switching between 
visual identities.
